Mayor Donna Medlin called the meeting to order. Those present were: Donna Deardorff, Tonya Roper, Kim Johnson, Pat Wilson, Fire Chief Shuffler, Police Chief Zych, and Water Sup. Justin Bell.
Discussion was had by all members present on the survey results from the recent Town Hall meeting.  The results are as follows:

4 votes to fund the necessary repairs with a bond issue.


2 votes to wait and try and obtain grant funding.


3 votes to fix water only with private financing.


18 votes to fix water and sewer with private financing.

Mayor Medlin announced that she had been in contact with Dave Vasbinder from Lemons Landfill and Butler County Landfill in reference to a new contract proposed by them.  The proposed contract is for 6 months and can then be revisited for any needed changes.  With the new contract, the City looks to accept up to 65,000 gallons of leachate water per day at $.05 per gallon over the next 6 months by allowing Lemons to haul leachate water to the City’s lagoon.  It was noted that updates are needed to the road leading to and surrounding the lagoons, and this could be a way to pay for it.  Ald. Johnson made a motion to accept the 6 month contract from Lemons/Butler County Landfill pending the City attorney’s approval.  Ald. Roper seconded this motion.  Motion passed with a 4-0 vote.
Ald. Deardorff made a motion to adjourn, Ald. Roper seconded the motion, all in favor.  Meeting adjourned.
