Bids were open by Mayor Staggs and read out loud with one bid from Rob Chism and the second bid being from Randy Laird. Ald. Bischof made motion to have the project re bid and placed in the paper. With failure of seconded Ald. Bischof withdrew his motion. Ald. Bischof made motion to put project out for bids in the paper and for Mr. Pleasant to make the specs. for the project and present the bids at the next council meeting on June 8, 2009. Jim Keltner from Jon’s Mid America Fire Apparatus was present to answer questions from the Aldermen on the Fire Department’s Fire Truck. Ald. Bischof made motion to take information to the Fire Department Committee meeting on May 28, 2009. Question was asked my Mayor Staggs to why there was a problem with the truck that the Fire Department rented. With two aldermen stating that was not the truck to be rented, Ald. Bischof withdrew his motion for failure of a second. Ald. Douglas made motion for the Fire Department Committee to meet on May 28, 2009 and then again on June 4, 2009 with the presents of Jim Keltner to answer more of their questions and to bring back to the council meeting on June 8, 2009 meeting with an answer to weather to purchase the fire truck that the fire department is renting. Motion was seconded by Ald. Bischof. Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas –aye, Ald. Bischof.

New Business: Dennis Pleasant present the council with the bids that he received to fix the water leak in the basement of the City Hall. The bid was with agreement that the City would unhook the A/C unit and gas meter at the city’s expense. Ald. Wilson made motion to accept bid from Semo Land Design to fix leak in basement at the City Hall for $3112.00 without the expense for unhooking the A/C unit and gas meter. Motion seconded by Ald. Dennis Pleasant state to the council that he contacted MoDOT to repave Prairie St. Jeff Jarrell from MoDOT said that they could not do this request at this time but would fill in the holes along Prairie St. 

Dennis Pleasant stated to the council that Ald Deardorff asked him to look into getting the front parking fixed at the new city hall. Mr. Pleasant received a bid from Causey Co. to cap the parking in front of the building. Mr. Pleasant is waiting for a bid to come from ASA Asphalt. This is tabled for the next meeting.  
Ald. Wilson stated that the Transit busses needed to be parked in the carports behind the old city hall building at night. Ald Wilson stated that she feels that the busses would be safer at night. Ald. Bischof made the motion to instruct Mayor Staggs to address the Transit Director to have the busses parked at night to the carports behind the old city hall building at night. Seconded by Ald. Douglas. Ald. Wilson –aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
