Mayor Staggs called the meeting to order. Those present were: Tom Bischof, Donna Deardorff, Patricia Wilson, Michele Douglas and Don Rhodes. The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public comments: None

Approve minutes: May 26, 2009 – Ald. Bischof moved to postpone approving these minutes until the next meeting. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye.
Approve bills/deposits: Ald. Deardorff made the motion to approve both reports and was seconded by Ald. Douglas. Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.

Merchant License: Jason Jines – Jason Jines Construction – 14080 CR 517, Dexter, MO. Ald. Douglas moved to approve this license. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

Building permit: None

Old bus: Mayor Staggs opened and read three (3) bids that had been turned in for work to be done at Cape Rd. & Viola Street., they are as follows: Robbie Chism & Son Construction - $11,500.00, Jethro Gater Construction - $10,000.00, and Randy Laird Construction - $7,800.00. Ald. Deardorff made the motion to hire Randy Laird Construction to do this work. Ald. Douglas seconded the motion. Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
Mayor Staggs read proposed Bill #3211 – Ordinance # 3211: An Ordinance to authorize the Mayor to execute a contract between the City of Bloomfield and the Missouri Highway and Transportation Commission for the Miller house restoration.

The Mayor asked for a motion to dispense with the second reading of Bill #3211, Ordinance #3211. Ald. Bischof so moved and was seconded by Ald. Deardorff. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
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Mayor Staggs asked for a motion to pass Bill #3211 – Ordinance #3211. Ald. Bischof so moved and was seconded by Ald. Douglas. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

Ald. Bischof gave the fire committee report of June 1, 09 and made a motion the council accepts the recommendations of the committee regarding the purchase of the fire trucks. Ald. Wilson seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – nay, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Douglas – nay, Ald. Wilson – aye. There being a tie the Mayor voted aye.

Ald. Bischof made a motion to accept the bid from Towers Fire Apparatus to repair fire engine #3 subject to Mayor Staggs seeking to negotiate for a reduced price if the City removes the leaking tank from engine #3 for $10,074.00. Ald. Wilson seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – nay, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Douglas – nay, Ald. Wilson – aye. There being a tie the Mayor voted nay.
After much discussion Mayor Staggs asked for a motion to sell fire engine #3 to the water/street department for $2,500.00. Ald. Douglas so moved and was seconded by Ald. Deardorff. At this time Ald. Douglas rescinded her previous motion to sell fire engine #3 and was seconded by Ald. Deardorff. Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

At this time Ald. Wilson made the motion to buy the 1980 Ford stainless steel tanker for $46,300.00. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye.

Ald. Douglas then made the motion to buy the 1993 Pierce Lance Pumper for $164,000.00 trading in the American LaFranc pumper #2 with Jon’s Mid America. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Extensive discussion took place and just prior to the vote Mayor Staggs told the fire department they would not be getting anything else for a long time and asked Michael Smith if this is what they wanted and if they understood there would be no other purchases and he stated yes. Ald. Bischof – nay, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye.

Dept. Heads:  Library – Linda Myers gave her report as submitted.

Treasurer: Hazel Williams – gave her report as submitted.

Fire: Kenny Johnson gave his report as submitted.
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Police: Jason Curtman gave his report as submitted.

Water/Street: Dennis Pleasant gave his report as submitted.

Old bus: Ald. Douglas reported back to the council information she received on the electronic water meters. After some discussion Ald. Douglas made a motion that the City purchase 100 meters, software, training and a laptop computer for no more than $25,000.00. Ald. Bischof seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. New bus: Mayor Staggs stated the city clerk had received two(2) estimates for cleaning city hall, they are as follows: Jane Rogers - $150.00 a month and Kim Hart - $225.00 a month. Ald. Bischof moved to approve Jane Rogers cleaning city hall for $150.00 a month. Ald. Douglas seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff  -aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.
