City Council Meeting

Regular Session

June 22, 2009

6:30 P.M.

Mayor Staggs called the meeting to order. Those present were: Donna Deardorff, Tom Bischof, Patricia Wilson, Michele Douglas and Don Rhodes. The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public comments: Randy Supancic was present and stated he was unhappy with the treatment he had received from a city employee at city hall. Mayor Staggs stated there didn’t need to be any scenes made at city hall during business hours and that this would be discussed in closed session with the employee.
Marilyn Gill was present and stated the ditch on Viola had not been sprayed for weeds. Chief Curtman stated from everything he has read this was the responsibility of the property owners.

Approve minutes: May 26, 2009 and June 8, 2009 – Ald. Tom Bischof moved to approve both sets of minutes. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye.

Merchant license: Thomas W. Wethington or Tonya M. Wethington – Prairie 204, Bloomfield, MO. Ald. Douglas moved to approve this license and was seconded by Ald. Wilson. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye.

Building permits: None

Old bus: Mayor Staggs read the bids received for the construction of the street department building, they are as follows: Shafer Construction Concrete - $18,300, Tri-County Metal Sales LLC - $21,808.76 and Jason Jines Construction Co. - $23,863.43. Ald. Bischof moved to accept and approve the bid from Shafer Construction Concrete to build a 30x15 building for $18,300.00 and that the cost would come out of the water and sewer funds. Ald. Wilson seconded the motion. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye.
Mayor Staggs read two bids for the fire department door they are as follows: Jarrell Co. LLC. d/b/a Mid-State Overhead Door. - $1,347.14 and Olen Brown - $1,409.00. Ald. Bischof moved to accept the bid from Jarrell Co. LLC for $1,347.14 to replace the overhead door at the fire station.
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Ald. Douglas seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.
Mayor Staggs stated Semo Land Design would do the rip rap on the north east corner of city hall for $965.00. Ald. Douglas made the motion to have Semo Land Design do the rip rap work for $965.00 and Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye.
New bus: Ald. Bischof made a motion to direct the bookkeeper Mike Watkins to discontinue showing transfer of general funds to the park department as a debt and that any prior debt is changed to show a transfer of funds from the general funds to the park. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye.
Mayor Staggs read the contract between the City of Bloomfield and Public Water Dist. #5. Ald. Bischof moved to approve this contract with the termination date of December 31, 2009 and that this contract would be renewed every year. Ald. Douglas seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

Mayor Staggs stated Ald. Wilson had talked to him about property belonging to Doug O’Neal across from her for a fire station. Mr. O’Neal was present at the meeting and stated he would sell his property to the City for $40,000.00.

Ald. Bischof stated Don Rhodes and the Mayor could negotiate an option to purchase the feed mill property for $40,000.00 with Doug O’Neal subject to the terms that Doug O’Neal have the right of access to his grain bins in the back and Doug O’Neal also have up to one year to remove his grain bins on the front of the property. After a short break Mayor Staggs, Don Rhodes and Doug O’Neal came back with the contract options as seen on the attached page.
At this time Ald. Bischof made the motion Mayor Staggs be authorized to execute an option to purchase Jim Mayo’s feed mill on N. Prairie for $1,500.00 for six 6) months with the option to purchase this property for $40,000.00 subject to other options of the terms from Don Rhodes. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
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Mayor Staggs stated two (2) companies sent in their qualifications for the Bloomfield Sidewalk Improvement grant they are as follows: Mathis and Associates and S.H. Smith and Company, Inc. Ald. Douglas made a motion to hire S.H. Smith and Company to perform the preliminary engineering and construction inspection services for the City. Ald. Wilson seconded the motion. Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.
Mayor Staggs stated city clerk Tonja Haubold has asked to be put on the city checking accounts when a check needs to be written to pay a bill and to avoid penalties, late fees or interest and to take advantage of discounts when another regular signor on the account is not available. Ald. Deardorff made the motion allowing Tonja Haubold the authority to sign a check(s) in this situation. Ald. Douglas seconded the motion. Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.
Mayor Staggs asked if there was anything further to discuss in regular session, if not for a motion to adjourn and go into closed session per 610.021 sub-section 3. Ald. Bischof so moved and was seconded by Ald. Deardorff. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
