City of Bloomfield Council Meeting

Regular Session

October 26, 2015 at 6:30pm
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Bill Aslin. Those present were: Donna Deardorff, Bonnie Blue, Frank Sifford, and Robin Northern.  Pat Wilson was absent.  The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silence.

Guest:
Dave Vasbinder and Bryan Sehie were on hand to discuss a new Allied Waste contract for leachate water.
Consent Agenda:
Ald. Deardorff made a motion that was seconded by Ald. Blue to approve the consent agenda.  Motion passed 3-0 vote.
Old Bus:
Fire Chief McCollum gave a report on the fire department.  Engine #2 is at Jon’s getting inspected and repaired.  He stated the two largest expenses will be repairing the light towers and the 1.5 hose reel.  Ald. Sifford made a motion that was seconded by Ald. Blue to approve the repairs to Engine #2.  Motion passed 3-0.
Jeanie Armes stated she had received another bid for the remodeling of the library.  This one was from Walker Construction for $133,000.  She is going to get with Gingrich on his bid because the library board had added a few more items to their want list.  A discussion was held on the temporary relocation of the library while the remodeling is underway.  Ms. Armes is to gather more information and report back to council at the Nov. 16 meeting.

Ald. Sifford made a motion that was seconded by Ald. Deardorff to pay Justin Bell for 6.50 overtime hours.  Motion passed 3-0.

Ald. Sifford made the motion that was seconded by Ald. Blue to keep the City’s liquor license fees at $25.00 per year.  Motion passed 3-0.

New Bus: Bill #13-15 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH LEMONS LANDFILL, LLC AND BUTLER COUNTY LANDFILL, LLC.  Mayor Aslin read one time and entertained a motion to put on second reading.  Motion was made by Ald. Sifford and seconded by Ald. Deardorff.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mayor Aslin read a second time and entertained a motion to approve.  Motion was made by Ald. Deardorff and seconded by Ald. Blue. The City Clerk polled the Board with members voting as follows:

Bill #14-15 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH OZARK APPLICATORS, LLC.  Mayor Aslin read one time and entertained a motion to put on second reading.  Motion was made by Ald. Deardorff and seconded by Ald. Sifford.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mayor Aslin read a second time and entertained a motion to approve.  Motion was made by Ald. Sifford and seconded by Ald. Blue. The City Clerk polled the Board with members voting as follows:

Justin Bell stated there had been some issues with Eastside Water District’s meter reading incorrectly.  A new meter has been ordered.  Justin recommended averaging Eastside’s water bill until the new meter can be installed.  Average monthly bill for water usage will be approximately $295.85.  Ald. Sifford made a motion that was seconded by Ald. Deardorff to accept Justin Bell’s recommendation for Eastside Water District’s monthly bills.  Motion passed 3-0.
Ald. Sifford made the motion that was seconded by Ald. Blue that it is ok to have one merchant license for two separate businesses if they are under the same ownership.  Motion passed 3-0.

The board unanimously agreed to keep the original meeting date in November.  The City Clerk will be unable to attend but council will meet on November 16, 2015.
Current dog license fees are $1.00.  Ald. Blue made the motion that was seconded by Ald. Deardorff to raise the dog license fees to $5.00 per dog annually effective December 1, 2015.  Motion passed 3-0.

Ald. Sifford made the motion that was seconded by Ald. Deardorff to allow the CDs at First Commercial Bank ending in 615 and 623 to stay there for another 24 month period with an interest bearing rate of 1.0%.  Motion passed 3-0.

Ald. Deardorff made the motion that was seconded by Ald. Blue to advertise for two weeks a full-time position available with the Water/Street Dept. Motion passed 3-0.

Ald. Deardorff made the motion that was seconded by Ald. Sifford to allow the additional cost of $50.00 to the pest control contract to cover the recently purchased police building.  Motion carried 3-0.

The bid from H&H Gutters was reviewed.  Ald. Sifford requested that White’s Siding be contacted for a bid and then review at the next meeting.

Two bids were submitted for new phone systems needed at the police building.  Ald. Sifford made the motion to accept the bid from ESI for $1499.00.  This motion was seconded by Ald. Blue.  Motion carried 3-0.

Two bids were submitted for needed electric work at the recently purchased police building.  Ald. Blue made the motion to accept the electrical bid from Quality Electrical Contractors, LLC for $3326.00.  Ald. Sifford seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Ald. Deardorff made the motion to accept the bid from Justin Caldwell Construction LLC for minor remodeling and concrete work needed at the new police building.  Ald. Blue seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Ald. Blue made the motion that was seconded by Ald. Deardorff to accept the bid from Maverick Glass for a new glass door at the police building.  Motion passed 3-0.

Other Matters:
Lina Gibbs presented the council with a letter from the Housing Authority stating an issue with people parking illegally and blocking traffic flow on the streets that run through the housing.  This was discussed and new NO Parking signs will be put in place by the street department so that the police department can properly enforce this.  Another issue mentioned was the fact that an investigation of possible firearm discharge within the housing had seemed to be dropped.  The council was in agreement that this will be addressed and hopefully resolved soon.
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With nothing further to discuss, the Mayor entertained a motion to adjourn.
Ald. Sifford made a motion that was seconded by Ald. Blue to adjourn the meeting.  Motion passed 3-0.
