Special Council Meeting

April 16, 2009

6:00 P.M.

Mayor Staggs called the meeting to order. Those present were: Tom Bischof, Donna Deardorff, Patricia Wilson and Michele Douglas.

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the fire department equipment. Kenny Johnson, Michael Smith and Justin Bell from the fire department were present for the meeting. They explained several problems they had with two of the City’s fire trucks.
After some discussion Ald. Bischof made a motion that a committee be formed to look at issues concerning the fire department equipment and report back to the council. Ald. Wilson seconded the motion. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
At this time Ald. Wilson asked to be excused from the meeting.
After much discussion Ald. Bischof made a motion that a committee be appointed that will provide a written assessment of each of the fire department’s equipment including the age, expected life and the recent repairs to such equipment. Also, to describe what equipment purchases for the fire department the City should make in 3 to 5 years and to also provide a plan on how to transition from current equipment to the desired equipment in 3 to 5 years. Ald. Bischof stated those on the committee should be: Ald. Bischof, Ald. Wilson, Kenny Johnson and three additional residents from the following list: Jim Hall, Raymond McAnally, Ken Bess and Steve Larsen. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
The fire department personnel also explained to the council that fire engine number 3 had a crack in the water tank causing the water to leak out. Ald. Bischof made a motion that the fire department personnel seek one (1) additional bid for replacing the approximately 1600 gallon water tank on engine number 3 from Jon’s Mid-America Fire Apparatus and to also seek three (3) bid’s from welder’s for repairing the crack on engine number 3. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Douglas – aye, Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye.
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At this time Mayor Stagg’s asked if there was anything further to discuss concerning the fire department, if not for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Ald. Bischof so moved and was seconded by Ald. Douglas. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Bischof – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.
