City Council Meeting

Mayor Scott Staggs called the meeting to order. Those present were: Donna Deardorff, Patricia Wilson and Michele Douglas. Tom Bischof was absent. The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public comments: Randy Supancic was present and gave his report from the July 4th events stating it made $922.39. Penny Shepard then presented Mr. Supancic with a certificate of recognition for all the time and hard work he put in on this.
Approve minutes: July 26, 2010 – Ald. Douglas moved to approve the regular and closed session minutes. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

Approve bills/deposits: Ald. Deardorff moved to approve the bills and deposits for July. Ald. Douglas seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

Merchant License: Ron & Mike Jarrell - Jarrell Excavation, LLC.-18017 CR 426, Bloomfield, MO. Ald. Wilson moved to approve this license. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

Building permits: None

Dept. Heads: Library – Linda Myers was present and gave her report as submitted in writing.

Transit – Penny Shepard was present and gave her report as submitted in writing and stated Missouri Department of Transportation (MoDOT) had cut her budget this year by $8,000.00. She stated she has received calls from residents asking about using the transit service to take their children to and from school. Ms. Shepard stated she would have to hire a part-time driver, but there would still be a prospective amount of $14,000.00 made in providing this service. The council agreed this would be a good idea pending the outcome of the feasibility study.
Fire – Kenny Johnson was present and gave his report as submitted in writing. He stated there was a Haz Mat class coming up August 
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25–28 at The Lake of the Ozarks and asked that he and Michael Smith attend stating the only cost would be $150.00 for him since Mr. Smith is a LEPC Member. Mr. Johnson stated three (3) firemen had completed their six (6) month probation and needed their fire gear which would consist of 3 SCBA masks - $850.00 each , 3 helmets - $210.00 each and 3 pagers - $450.00 each. Mayor Staggs stated he still had his mask, helmet and he would give it back to the fire department to help save on the cost. Ald. Deardorff made a motion to approve $3,620.00 for 2 masks, 2 helmets, 3 pagers and the class for Kenny Johnson. Ald. Douglas seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.

Treasurer – Hazel Williams was absent, but submitted her report in writing.

Park – Shannon Heilman was absent, but submitted her report in writing. 
Police – Jason Curtman was absent, but submitted his report in writing.

Richard and Robin Bollinger were present with out their attorney Don Rhodes and gave the council a copy of a title search report. Ald. Wilson stated without having attorney’s present we could not discuss this matter at this time and that it would be discussed at the meeting on August 23rd at 6:00 p.m.

Debbie Pleimling with the Stoddard County Health Center was present and had questions regarding the purchase of the Bloomfield Industrial Park. It was decided to postpone this issue until the next council meeting.

Water/Street Dept. – Dennis Pleasant was present and gave his report as submitted in writing. 
Kenny Johnson stated he would like to send post cards out for the renewing of fire tags this year. It was decided by the council he needed to get the total cost of the post cards and postage and get back with the council.

Douglas made a motion to have City Attorney Robin Northern amend Ordinance# 3172 to reflect this change; and that each firefighter be paid twenty five ($25.00) and each officer be paid thirty ($30.00) per rural fire as stated in Section 205.050 (B) of the code book. Ald. Deardorff seconded the motion. Ald. Deardorff – aye, Ald. Wilson – aye, Ald. Douglas – aye.
