It was explained to Mr. Peters by the council and Dennis Pleasant that improvements to the water and sewer lines were being made and that the City could not get any USDA grants or loans because of the rates being so low.

Richard and Robin Bollinger were present and asked about the street that was paved on Guiling. City Attorney Robin Northern stated that since they were being represented by Don Rhodes he needed to be present or that he could contact her.
